NOTE: A maximum of 4x aftermarket transmitters can be programmed per system.

. Cycle the ignition to the ON position.

. The YELLOW LED on top of the EVO-ONE should come ON.

. Press and Hold the EVO-ONE push button for 5 seconds.

. The parking lights and the RED LED on the side of the EVO-ONE will turn ON.
. Release the push button.

Press and Release the push button 5x times. Everytime the push button is pressed the parking lights and the
RED Led on the side of the EVO-ONE will blink.

d. Then Press and Release the Brake pedal.

. The Red LED will turn On in the antenna.

WHILE HOLDING THE TRANSMITTERS CLOSE TO THE ANTENNA (Max 1 foot away) Press and Release the Lock button on
every transmitter that must be learned or “F” + Lock for 2nd Car operation.

Cycle the vehicle’s ignition to the OFF position to Exit Transmitter programming and EVO-ONE programming.
